It was noted that Jeff McDonald will approve the claims with the exception of the BBE Family, LLC claim.  He has always disapproved of that claim and always will but to move the business of the city forward he will vote to approve all the other claims

6.	Arena Report:
Jack Widdison was excused and Mayor Blackham and Kevin Stallings reported that the fees at the Contoy were being reviewed.  They are having the Western Region College Rodeo Finals on February 27 and 28, 2015.  Snow College is sponsoring it.  Public entrance fee is $5.00 per person.  It will family friendly.

7.	Executive Director’s Report:
Monte Bona reported that in 2008 we prepared a new project area that takes in where the old elementary school is. We are making progress with our BYU consulting team.  They are preparing an economic feasibility study to create a North Sanpete Recreation District. The hope is that we can dovetail the old Redevelopment agency into the new one with the new boundaries and use the tax increment to help retire the debt.   It will take all of the recreation facilities and include them as an inventory for the Recreation District. Monte continued that the exploration committee and Sam Ray joined him this morning and they took a tour of the facilities.  The Team will put together a power point presentation.  
The idea of combining the North Sanpete School District and Wasatch Academy as well as the City’s resources will help us to bring this to pass.   The school district and Wasatch would like to have swim teams and to have swim teams we need a swimming pool to accommodate them.  We have had an opportunity through CIB to combine our splashpad application with the swim pool and building renovation.  We have a couple of months to figure this out.  Right it is exploratory with the resource team to do the feasibility study analysis to see if it will work for us. The North Sanpete Recreation District has been in the works for 3 years.

8.	Chairperson’s Report:
Mayor Blackham talked about the Main Street Committee meeting.  They discussed the façade and the signage money that is available through the county with matching funds to the businesses on Main Street.
The 2 hour parking signs were discussed as well and it was noted that they are friendly 2 hour parking signs.  They are not going to be enforced unless it is a blatant violation.  We are already going to have to give a waiver to a handicapped individual that lives in the Wasatch Block building.  The signs were put up because of the hazard of snow removal.
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Monte Bona talked about the CDBG grant to upgrade the electrical and heating in the Triangle apartments.
The CLG grant for $10,000 is going to the Relic House.
