6.	Arena Report:

Jack Widdison gave a report of the events at the Contoy Arena.  The New Year’s Eve Celebration was a great success.  It was really pleasant.  People were laughing and clapping so we feel were successful. We made about $800 for the evening. It was a fun night rodeo. The new sign is on the end of the building. We have a dog class there now. They have a dog training course running every week until March. It is on Saturdays at 11:00 a.m.
He presented the logo for the Skyline Eventing Park at the Sanpitch Event Center.  They are starting the excavation for the course tomorrow. They have the lease for Skyline Eventing Park and it is being looked at.
The Mayors and Commissioners meeting is going to be held at the Contoy on February 12, 2015.

7.	Executive Director’s Report:

Monte Bona explained the Main Street Committee met this morning and recommend that item #16 on the council agenda about the Splashpad be brought here because it will fall under the CDRA.  The project will be about $150,000 and we are going to apply for a $75,000 grant from CIB and we have $20,000 in a swimming pool fund and the Youth City Council and Karen Hansen and others have agreed to transfer that to a splashpad.  We have $18,000 in park impact fees that have to be used for a park and then we will be applying to the Parks and Recreation for a $37,000 grant.  Dave Oxman has been coordinating with the developer and he can tell you what it will look like for that amount of money.

Dave Oxman explained the splashpad will have many water features and it will have LED lighted display at night.  We are looking at it to be more like a splash pool. It will have water slides.  A public hearing for the splashpad will be set up for January 26, 2015.

Jeff McDonald asked about the cost being $75,000 in the beginning.  It was explained that it will be leveraging the money to get more money to build something even better. He had some concerns and wanted to discuss it in council.  

Monte Bona explained that the Main Street Advisory committee recommended we move forward with this project.

The pocket park was discussed as a location but it was advised that the water issue there would not be good.

Monte Bona also explained that we can apply for a CLG grant for $10,000 and it has to be matched by $10,000. The county CLG can also apply for a grant for $10,000. The county CLG person was to our meeting this morning and has agreed to leverage their money with ours. We will have $20,000 to do a certified local government project. One of the project that was discussed was restoring the Relic House.  The problem is a cash match.  He was not sure they will have that.  

The other application that is due is the CDBG grant.  We are going to be applying for funds to upgrade the Triangle apartments.  There are potential problems over there with fire.  We want to replace the wiring and convert to gas furnaces.

We also discussed the airport but we will leave that for the council discussion.

8.	Chairperson’s Report:

Mayor Blackham expressed his appreciation to the Main Street Committee for their service to the city.
